Selection Of Learners:
Schools may conduct their own internal class and schools Mathematics Olympiad challenges in order to identify the two best learners in each grade to represent the school at circuit level.

Break Down Of the Mathematics Olympiad Challenge:
Grade 8-9: Mental (70%)	Problem Solving (30%)


 Preparation Of Learners:
· Mental Maths practice programmes may be used by educators daily during the first ten minutes of the one hour Mathematics period. (Focus on testing speed and accuracy)

· Problem solving section: Previous years Amesa, Conquesta Olympiad, Annual National Assessment papers and other general resources will be used to set problem solving questions from.

· Mathematics educators are reminded not to use more than ten minutes daily in order to implement internal Mental Maths Programme, as this will impact negatively on curriculum coverage.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]All schools are encouraged to prepare further practice activities and conduct internal Maths Olympiad challenges at class and at school level with the aim of catering for maximum learner participation.
